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And every one has a goal which dominates
him; vie, then, with one another in good
works.  Wherever you be, Allah will bring
you all together. 

a taste of various disciplines, 
this was particularly relevant 
and important to GCSE and 
A-level students who perhaps 
are still in process of 
deciding which career path to 
follow. 

Huzur                         laid 
particular emphasis on the 
need for Ahmadi students to 
enter into academic research.

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University student has come 
up with a new gadget that he 
hopes may help soldiers and 
civilians in Iraq.  "Ahky" is 
worn like a wristwatch and 
translates vital phrases. 

Iraqi Amin Ismail, 21, has 
created it as part of his 
product design course at 
Derby University and is now 
looking for a company to 
pick up on his idea. 
He said he hoped that, by 
translating statements into 
Arabic, it would improve 
communication between 
forces personnel and Iraqi 
civilians.

He said: "The device will 
pick up phrases from military 
personnel and it will translate 
instantly into Arabic 
language in real time which 
will improve the 
communication between Iraqi 
people and military 
personnel.

"It will ease the 
communication and it will 
make the Iraqi people 
understand the British 
military personnel in their 
mother tongue." 

"Ahky" is the Arabic 
translation for "speak". 

The device works on voice-
recognition technology and 
could help in high risk 
situations using phrases like 
"don't shoot", "stay back" and 
"help will be here soon".

Fast-track degrees that enable 
undergraduates to complete a 
three-year course in two by 
studying through the summer 
holiday could be rolled out 
nationally from 2010, the 
higher education minister has 
predicted.  

Experiments that started last 
year were going well, said 
Bill Rammell after research 
commissioned by the 
government delivered an 
encouraging verdict on 
accelerated learning 
programmes.  Pilot courses at 
a handful of universities have 
not raised significant 
concerns over quality or 
standards, according to the 
review.

Only about 90 students at 
Staffordshire, Derby and 
Leeds Metropolitan 
universities are on fast-track 
degrees this year, but from 
the autumn that could rise to 
between 300 and 350, with 
up to 600 the following year. 
With more universities 
joining the pilot programme, 
the delivery of higher 
education is being witnessed 
in a new light; in a place and 
at a time which suits 
particular groups of students 
and still meets employers' 
needs.

Students from research-led 
universities want the 
government to consider 
establishing a national bursary 
scheme to boost widening 
participation to higher 
education.  

The Aldwych group, the 
organisation which represents 
student unions from the Russell 
group universities, made the 
plea after it was suggested 
yesterday that money earmarked 
by universities for student 
bursaries to help offset variable 
tuition fees could be spent on 
summer schools for teenagers 
instead.

The national scheme appears on 
a list of three wishes the group 
has sent in an open letter to the 
higher education minister Bill 
Rammell to prevent "millions of 
pounds" earmarked for student 
bursaries remaining unspent.

The group also wants the 
minister to make sure that any 
projects aimed at teenagers to 
persuade them to consider going 
to university should not be 
funded from money set aside for 
bursaries.

Any schemes targeted at this 
group of pre-GCSE pupils 
should be funded by 
"philanthropy" or match-
funding, where costs are shared, 
the students have suggested.
The Aldwych group is also 
seeking a promise from Mr 
Rammell that he will make 
public any plans to change the 
current university access 
arrangements.

Nearly all universities offer 
substantial bursaries to poorer 
students, on average £1,000 a 
year.  

But Sir Martin, director of the 
Office for Fair Access, has 
suggested that the money might 
be better spent encouraging pre-
GCSE pupils to aim for 
university.

He came up with the proposal, 
which has the support of Mr 
Rammell, after it became clear 
that the new fees regime - which 
includes increased grants, loans 
and bursaries - has not increased 
numbers of students applying to 
university from poorest socio-
economic backgrounds.

Campus extremism request fundamentally rejected
Lecturers have voted 
unanimously to boycott 
government plans to tackle 
extremism on college campuses. 
They had been asked to monitor 
and report suspicious behavior 
amongst Muslim students.

But at the University and 
Colleges Union annual 
conference in Bournemouth, 
delegates rejected the move, 
saying it amounted to spying on 
students.  The UCU general 
secretary Sally Hunt said 
lecturers could not be asked to 
watch students in this way.

In November, the government 
warned of the dangers posed by 
what it described as the serious 
threat posed by radical Muslims. 

The motion debated at the UCU 
conference called for members 
to resist attempts by government 
to engage colleges and 
universities in activities which 
amount to increased surveillance 
of Muslim or other minority 
students.

The academics said that 
although they would report 
illegal activity, they would not 
act as detectives.
