People looking to learn new 
skills have more flexible 
options than ever before. 
The term "adult learner" 
conjures up images of 
computer-literate 
octogenarians. 

But, with 30 per cent of 
adults studying outside work, 
and a million adults enrolling 
on courses each year, a wide 
variety of people are 
benefiting from adult 
education in the UK.

Whether you're seeking to 
change occupation or to learn 
skills to help you in your 
existing job, you'll find a 
variety of options, from 
massage and homeopathy to 
hairdressing, accountancy 
and bookkeeping.

The National Institute of 
Adult Continuing Education 
(NIACE) is campaigning for 
better training opportunities 
for older workers, but thanks 
to a growing emphasis on 
lifelong learning, it is 
possible for people who do 
not have GCSEs in basic 
subjects such as English and 
maths to access subsidised 
courses. 

Financially, more options are

now available than before.

The Government's Skills for 
Life strategy is spawning 
fully funded courses in 
literacy, numeracy and 
computing to improve the 
prospects of under-skilled 
workers and to meet the 
demands of employers.

Many initiatives favour
specific age groups and 
industries, but there is help 
for marginalised learners, 
from free basic-skills training 
for women in low-paid 
public-sector jobs to English 
as a Second or Other 
Language courses for 
immigrants.

In addition to tertiary 
colleges, which offer part-
time and full-time courses, 
there are also several 
voluntary organisations. An 
established UK adult-learning 
provider is the National 
Extension College, a charity 
formed in the early 1960s, 
initially as a pilot study for 
the Open University. 

Today, it offers a growing 
menu of GCSEs and A-
levels, and boasts 10,000 new 
enrollers a year - 60 per cent 
of them women.

Efforts to get children to eat 
healthier school meals may 
have prompted a drop in the 
number of pupils taking them 
at all, it has now been 
revealed.

A survey for BBC News 
found that schools cited 
drives including celebrity 
chef Jamie Oliver's high-
profile campaign for a fall in 
the number of children taking 
school dinners this term amid 
new, more nutritious menus.

BBC News said that of 59 
authorities which responded 
to the survey, in more than 
half - 35 areas - the number 
had gone down.  Of those, 71 
per cent believed Jamie 
Oliver's campaign was a 
reason, BBC News Online 
reported.

Six areas said that they had 
more pupils taking meals 
while eight reported no 
change and 10 said the 
changes were not applicable.

Two-thirds also said children 
did not like the new menus.

Some areas told the BBC that 
the warm weather in autumn 
and smaller numbers of 
school age children may also 
have been behind the 
apparent decline. 

Overall the drop in the 
number of children taking 
school meals was 5.8 per 
cent, though individual 
schools had seen decreases of 
as much as 30 per cent, the 
BBC reported.  

Under-18s in full-time 
education are now able to 
travel for free on London's 
bus and trams. 

To be eligible, the teenagers 
need to live in a London 
borough and be studying for 
at least 12 hours a week or be 
on an unpaid training 
scheme.  They also need to 
apply for a specific Oyster 
photocard when their school 
or college reopens.

In April, London Mayor Ken 
Livingstone made Tube 
travel free for under-11s and 
has waived bus fares for 
under-16s.  The mayor said 
almost 130,000 16 and 17-
year-olds living in London 
could benefit.

He said: "It is a huge boost 
for individuals striving to 
fulfil their full potential 
through continued studies and 
will greatly help those who 
might be at risk of having to 
drop out of education through 
lack of money. 

“This move also continues 
the policy of promoting the 
use of public transport 
wherever possible which is 
helping to protect our 
environment.“

Health drive not 
well received

Bilingual pupils do better in exams, report finds
Bilingual children are far more 
likely to get top-grade passes in 
exams in all subjects, a report 
has found.

A study of Portuguese children 
at secondary schools in London 
showed that those who were 
encouraged to continue studying 
their native language were five 
times as likely to achieve five 
top grade A* to C grade passes 
at GCSE.

The study also found that 11-
year-olds in Hackney who speak 
more than one language at home 
were outperforming pupils who 
only speak English, even in 
reading, in their national 
curriculum tests.
The report, Positively 
Plurilingual, is published by 
Cilt, the national centre for 
languages, to coincide with a 
drive to encourage the take-up 
of community languages.

A major inquiry into the 
teaching of languages in schools

was led by Sir Trevor 
McDonald who says too many 
schools miss out on the 
opportunity to ensure bilingual 
pupils develop their skills in 
languages other than English. 

“We know that children are 
capable of acquiring more than 
one language and that doing so 
brings a range of educational 
benefits, including cognitive 
advantages, enhanced 
communication skills and an 
openness to different cultural 
perspectives.“

It was mentioned that 850,000 
Primary school students speak a 
language other than English at 
home.

Research has shown that 
bilingual people were better at 
multi-tasking than those who 
only speak one language as they 
regularly exercise the part of the 
brain known as the pre-frontal 
cortex which reinforces 
attention span.

Students given free 
MP3 players
College students are to be 
given free iPods so they can 
catch up on missed lectures 
in their own time.

South Kent College in Dover 
has spent £25,000 on Nano
iPods for 250 students in the 
hope they will listen to 
podcasts of lectures, as well 
as music. 

The college looked to the US 
and Australia for new ways 
to encourage learning.
